HOST: Indian Wells Golf Resort (760) 346-4653 
  

ELIGIBILITY: Rocky Mountain Section PGA Members and Associates who are otherwise eligible as prescribed 

by the RMSPGA Tournament Rules and Regulations, with a team of three (3) amateurs.  All 

amateurs must have a verifiable USGA handicap.  (It is understood indexes may not be active due 

to the time of year.) 
 

ENTRY FEE:  $2,375 per team.  ($675/Amateurs, $350/Professional). Maximum 1 team / professional. 

Entry includes all golf fees for the tournament proper, range, golf cars and Team Putting Contest.   

The entry fee does NOT include accommodations, food & beverage or travel expenses. 
 

ENTRIES CLOSE: Deadline for entry applications is 4:00 p.m. MST on Friday, December 6, 2024.  

Contestants must enter through the BlueGolf portal available on the calendar date for the event at 

www.rockymountainpga.com.    

The field is limited to 32 teams and entries will be accepted on a first-come first-served basis. 

If the field is filled, Members will be accepted first followed by Associates by entry date. 
 

REFUNDS: Refunds for the full entry fee will be granted only if requested by 4:00 p.m. MST on Friday, 

December 6, 2024.  No refunds will be granted after the entry deadline. 

 

START TIME: All days - 8:30 a.m. shotgun start. 
 

FORMAT: Each day pays out separately (team only) according to matrix. 

 Day 1: The Celebrity Course – 1 Gross / 1 Net 

 Day 2: The Player’s Course – 2 Net 

 Day 3: The Celebrity Course – 1 Gross / 1 Net 

 Individual gross skins each day (separate skins for Pros & Ams) are optional - $20/player/day 

 

TEES: 3 sets - Players aged 49 & Under – Players aged 50 to 69 - Players aged 70 & Over   

   

PAYOUT: Amateur payout is team only each day. 

 Professional payout in Regular & Senior divisions based on individual 54-hole total score. 
 

SENIOR DIVISION: There will be a Senior Division for those professionals aged 50 or over as of January 6, 2025.  

Professionals aged 50 or over must designate the division in which they wish to compete, regular 

or senior and may not compete in both divisions. 
 

PURSE: $15,000 total anticipated (based on 32 teams).  Purse to be posted on site and is subject to change.  

Amateur winnings will be paid in shop credit to home club. 
 

PRACTICE: The official practice round date is Sunday, January 5th.  Contestants are to contact the host club to
